Treasurers Report
EH noted it has been a successful fundraising year with £6,206.00 profit for the financial year. The detailed Accounts will be submitted to the school for publishing onto the website shortly.

Other Discussion Points
Outdoor Classroom – the 3x3 classroom is on order and waiting for the foundation base to be completed prior to delivery.

Outdoor Classroom – the 6 x 6 classroom is in discussions with AD and Carmarthenshire Council (meeting 21/10/2020) to discuss any planning requirements etc.
Prices submitted are Evans Building (metal frame) £6,570 +VAT plus slab preparation and Landscape for Learning (wooden frame) £6,900 +VAT plus slab preparation.
