Discussion Points

AGM - The date for the AGM was agreed by all and confirmed as Tuesday 20th October 2020 via TEAMS.

Second Hand School Uniform Sales – £294.70 has been raised. EH noted this would go into last financial year’s accounts. Any funds raised going forward would be in the current financial year. Well done to Diane for her hard work and effort.

Outdoor Classroom – quotations have previously been received. Metal @ £6,570.00 ex VAT including galvanising. Wooden @ £6,900.00 ex VAT, the slab would need to be prepared by the school for this option. AD noted that the Council Building Services are due to visit school next week to assess and provide another quotation. It was noted that although this is expected not to be the most competitive quote on the bottom line, it will ensure all liabilities are covered for the school.

AD also noted that through Section 106 there may be an amount of money available for the school to access. This is where the new housing estate is being built that some money is made available for the community as there is a potential for more children at the school. There is a potential for any sum received to be put towards the outdoor classroom project.

Train Modelling – it was confirmed that this has been cancelled due to Covid issues as being unable to hire out the hall.

Ink Cartridge Empties – EH noted there has been no funds received. TP to chase.

Xmas Cards – TP noted that the Xmas cards have been ordered and are already at school. 9th November 2020 is the deadline for the children’s artworks samples to be returned to the supplier. It was noted that parents will be able to place their order and pay online, the supplier will then transfer the raised money back to the school. 
Due to Covid restrictions and the artwork image and information needing to be on the same form it was confirmed by AD that this will be sent out as homework for the children to complete at home. Support would be offered for those unable to complete at home. Forms / artwork will be collated at school and after 72 hours quarantine the PTA will send off to the company.

Clothes Collection - TP noted that with using Bags 4 Schools there is a storage / Covid quarantine issue within the school. Dragon Bags have been approached as they can provide a steel recycling bin which can be located in a convenient site within the school grounds. TP confirmed this has been ordered and delivery will be within 4 weeks. TP noted the communications poster needs updating to reflect the change.

100 Club – this is ready for membership renewal. Agreed to set up payment for membership via Parent Pay. The funds can then be transferred from the School account to PTA account. EH to adapt the form to add email addresses for the notification of number to members.


Ongoing Fundraising
Crips Packet Collection – AD noted there have been bins located in several areas in the school for collection of empty crisp packets, any brought in by parents / children will need to be put into these bins for 72 hours quarantine.
Stikins Labels – TP noted the school receives 30% back from the supplier if the schools ID number is used. This needs to be refreshed on the school app and PTA Facebook account.
Ink Cartridges – continuing to recycle ink cartridges. Bin in copier room.
Easy Fundraiser Website – continuing to encourage use of website as a % spent is direct transferred back to school.

New Fundraising Ideas
An open discussion was held where it was discussed the limitations of previous popular fundraisers which can’t be entered into due to Covid restrictions. The following ideas were proposed to be considered and investigated:
Sponsored steps, sponsored quiet, sponsored read, obstacle course, exercise bike challenge.
AD noted the exercise bike challenge could involve all children within the school and a distance challenge could be set. This idea was well received by all and AD / TP suggested to investigate possibilities and to arrange. 
EJ noted that the children could do a step challenge, and that this would be good for sanitation reasons.

Any Other Business
AP noted that clarity was needed for, what are we fundraising for? AD noted this needs further discussion with staff members. CT noted ideally to develop more outdoor space / classroom development, and to try and keep the focus there.

EH noted there is approx. £11k in the PTA account currently.

LW noted Xmas jumper fundraisers are always popular. It was agreed Xmas Jumper day would coincide with Xmas dinner at school and children would pay £1 to participate. Last day of school would be Xmas jumper on a FOC basis.

DE noted she has been told by a number of parents that they would be willing to pay more for second hand uniform as it is of such good quality. It was agreed school jumpers and cardigans would be sold for £2 each going forward, all other items to remain at £1.
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
