Mr Davies was asked for suggestions to spend the money on. He explained it was initially going to go towards the new outdoor classroom but this is now being funded by CCC as they received a grant from WG (approx. £20K). He noted that the wooden play area has been condemned and the funding could go towards this as they would like to re-instate another for the children. Cost is approx. £7K. Mr Davies is waiting on confirmation of whether Section 106 money could be spent on this. Another idea for spend would be to create a path around the field for x-country / walking etc as it gets too wet to use a lot of the year.

Agreed £100 would be given to each class (11 classes) to help with resources to enhance the new curriculum being implemented.

Agreed a sum of money would be donated to the school to help with sports equipment.

Discussion Points – Fundraising

Photographer – Angharad Wyn noted she’s been in discussions with another parent who is a freelance photographer who would like to offer Easter based photo sessions for the children. There would be a cost for this service. Angharad to discuss further with parent, and to confirm how this would create a fundraising opportunity for the PTA.
