Treasury Update.
Last term: Disco £330.03, School Uniform sale £86.50, Summer fair and BBQ £2782 of which £1400 was from the raffle.

Summer fair.

Ongoing fundraising: 
Own clothes day: last day of term, Friday 19th July - £1
Crisp packet recycling is on going.
Stikin labels – the school will receive 30% commission on purchases when the school number is entered with the order.
EasyFundraising – is an online shopping portal which raises money for the PTA when you shop online using the PTA code. A percentage of sales is donated back to the PTA every three months if there is more than £15 in the account. Currently £40 in the account. Leaflet to go out to parents to let them know about the scheme.
Battery recycling – looking for a scheme which will offer a financial donation for donated batteries.
